This paper's objective is to test a proposition that innovativeness of SMEs is positively correlated with regional economic development. A particular focus is on comparing the efficiency of commercializing innovative solutions by SMEs with the level of economic development in selected regions. For this purpose the SMEthod project's database containing detailed information at a firm level is analysed along with Eurostat datasets. Socio-cultural dimensions, too, are taken into account as possible differentiating factors.
